09/00414/FUL Erection of a first floor rear/side extension and enlarged single storey rear extension along with the insertion of a dormer window and rooflights to provide additional guest house accommodation. 47 The Green, Diseworth. The Parish Council has very considerable concerns (reflecting those of the neighbours in The Woodcroft) about the proposal to insert dormer windows. There is just one property which may not be directly affected but all other adjacent properties will - to a greater or lesser extent depending upon the angle - be overlooked by these windows. This is considered a quite unacceptable loss of privacy and really must not be permitted. It is suggested that Velux windows might provide adequate light for the rooms. However, since there is already considerable disturbance outside normal hours by vehicles coming and going (and enforcement of current conditions might alleviate this), the addition of extra accommodation would exacerbate this disturbance to neighbours. These issues are of serious concern to neighbours and the Planning Authority is asked to take the concerns fully into account.
